Dear Parents of Room 7,

Welcome to 2nd Grade. I am very happy to have your child in my class and I’m looking forward to a wonderful year!

Below are some general items that should be mentioned prior to Back-to-School Night. Hopefully, the sooner the children (and I) get back into a routine, the easier it will be for all of us!

· At this time, our ‘Specials’ are as follows:

Monday: Art     Tuesday: Library, Technology    Wednesday: Music

  Thursday: Gym     

· Homework (HW):

HW will be written in the Homework Book. The Homework Book should be signed by the parent/guardian each night. It is not necessary to sign each page of homework, but please review it with your child.

Religion and Math:  Homework will reinforce what is covered in class that day.

Spelling:  The children will have a Spelling Book with 3 pages of practice for each weekly list of words.  Homework will be consistent most weeks (unless it is a short week).



Monday, Tues., Wed.: Complete Spelling Book page.



Thurs.:                         Study for test on Fri.

Reading and English:  Homework will also be consistent most weeks:

Monday:
Vocabulary words. (For each story, a list of words and their definitions will be taped into the Reading copybook.  A short HW practice exercise using the words in context will also be in this copybook.)



Tu-Th:
 Reading or English (workbook or handout)

· It is also very important that your child read (or be read to) for at least 10 minutes at home on a daily basis.  Please initial the calendar in the back of HW each day this requirement is met.  If 15 or more dates are signed, the child will receive a prize at the end of that month

· Testing: Ample notice of tests will be given via the Homework Book and website calendar.
·  Book Covering: Soft cover books that come home often for homework should be covered in clear plastic.  I also recommend covering the copybooks and HW book, so that the covers don’t become torn or bent, as well as the family envelope.  All books should be covered by Monday, September 20th.

· Classroom Calendar on Website:  This is a good place to check for project due dates, upcoming tests, whose turn it is to read to the class, special classroom events, etc. 
· Take-Home Folder: Each child has a Take Home Folder, which they will bring home everyday. Please remove any unnecessary papers and return to school any notes/forms via this folder.  Please watch for the Room 7 monthly News Bulletin which will  be posted on the website at the beginning of each month. 
· Family Envelope: Please return this to school EMPTY. All papers to be returned should be done so via the Take-Home Folder.

· Stationery: The total cost for 4 copybooks and 2 theme tablets @$1.25 is $7.50. Thank you in advance.
· Lunch Towel:   Please send one in the lunchbox each day as a kind of tablecover for the desk. 
· Summer Assignment:  Please return the activity book to school by Friday, Sept. 10th.
